Before trip         
◊ Arrive 1/2 hour before departure. 
◊ Unlock galley, put galley doors on dock.   
◊ Make coffee, check galley stock for trip, count the 

bank and make note. 
◊ Open for business and be polite to patrons. 
During trip 
◊ Be polite to customers while selling to them all 

galley products. 
◊ Always collect money before filling orders. 
◊ Keep galley area clean at all times while cooking, 

serving and re-stocking. 
◊ Continually rotate stocks and supplies from dock 

lockers and refrigerator to boat lockers and 
freezer\fridges. 

◊ Clean, clean, clean! 
◊ Package all perishables (meats, cheese, veggies) in 

Ziploc or sealed containers! 
After trip 
◊ Count bank, z or x out register, complete the 

accounting paperwork and give money and 
paperwork to captain ASAP. 

◊ Clean galley 
⇒ Wash, dry, and put away dishes, pots & pans, 

utensils. 
⇒ Clean all counters, tables, mats and trays. Clean grill 

inside and out --degrease the area over & under  the 
grill plus  all around the grill 

⇒ Sweep, scrub, and mop the steps and all floors as 
needed. 

⇒ Make sure galley is completely ready for 
the next trip.
